Please do not use plastic bags for your recyclables & yard waste!
Yard Waste (leaves, brush, grass, clean wood) Place loose
material in labeled cans or kraft bags; bags should not exceed 50 Ibs.

Brush /branches: must be bundled & tied with twine. Should not
exceed 4 ft. in length or 8 inches in diameter.
