Buena - Township Commitiee has made
application to several State of New Jersey
Programs to receive funding for our
community. A grant has been requested for
$150,000 to construct a Bikeway in and
around the Richland Village Train Station
area. In addition, $251,790 has been
applied to NJDOT’s Centers of Place
Program to complete the sidewalk in
Richland Village from the railroad tracks
to Cedar Avenue.

Construction has started on a joint project
between Atlantic County and the
Township. It will involve paving Cedar
Avenue from Route 40 to the Prep School
and adding a Bikeway to the shoulder of
the road.
