In October, Mayor Chuck Chiarello
along with various attomeys and representatives of
the New Jersey League of Municipalities plan
to argue their views in front of the Council on
Local Mandates regarding the State Police tax
payment issue.

Buena Vista Township has proudly been
served by State Police since 1921 without a tax
burden on our residents. The new state budget
changes all of that. We are being assessed
$303,521 payable as of July 1 of 2008 for State
Police services. You may have read a lot about
this issue in other daily newspapers. Our

& Jresidents should know that the Township

Committee desires the State Police to be our
law enforcement agency and respects the work
that they do. The issue of being taxed for State
Police services has more to do with state
finances then with the State Police.

The Township intends to argue that charging
us for the State Police is an unfunded mandate.
The state created a new tax without any other
method of paying for the charges other then raising
local taxes - therefore, it is an unfunded mandate!

Fair or not, towns with regular police
departments get to keep their court fines. We

must send ours to Trenton. We do not get any
extraordinary aid or special purpose funds that
many towns around New
Jersey get. These
special purpose funds §
include beach
replenishment  dollars, |
bridge and causeway
repairs, marine polic
and other monies that go
to only a few select
towns. :
This battle is important
